FORECASTERS PREDICT
THAT THIS WINTER may be
one of the coldest on record.

If it is, then it pays to know
what to do in case of an
emergency. In an extreme
case your County Council will
have formulated an emergency
plan, details of which should
be available on request.
However, the chances are that
a sensible approach to cold
weather will ensure that we all
keep safe and well.

Most important is to keep
warm, inside and outdoors, by
wearing appropriate clothing
and ensuring that heat is

kept in. All of our homes are
insulated and designed to

keep them snug and draught
free (although we do
recommend that you air your
homes occasionally to prevent
the build up of moisture in
the air). Donit forget to take
precautions to stop pipes
freezing, making sure that you
know where the stop-cock is

- just in case.

The elderly are especially
vulnerable during cold
weather. If you are concerned
about a neighbour why not
check and make sure theyire
ok? The Department of Health
is helping to raise awareness
on how to prepare for cold
weather through their iKeep
Warm Keep Welli campaign.
